We have been glad of the sunshine 
as a number of classes have enjoyed trips this week. Year 3 performed well at the first rehearsal for the Junior Music Festival on Tuesday 
and Year 2 had a wonderful time at The Look Out Discovery Centre on Wednesday. Yesterday, Year 1 joined several schools from across 
the borough to take part in ‘The Big Active 60 Festival’ at Braywick. They learnt lots of new skills trying a range of sports while gaining points 
for the team.
